WHY IT MATTERS 

The inaugural airshow will be Asia's biggest. It will be a showcase of 

aviation and defence technologies, and aims to be one of the biggest 
and most internationally  

attended aerospace events in the world.  

Warplanes, business jets and helicopters are among the 42 flying 
machines that will greet visitors.  

Among the planes that will perform at the airshow are jet trainers 
designed for air forces to train new pilots, such as the Aermacchi M-346 
from Italy and the T-50 Golden Eagle from South Korea.  

Regional transport ministers, airline chiefs, airport operators as well as 
the heads of the International Air Transport Association and the 
International Civil Aviation Organisation are expected to attend.
